11) Earthing

The Status Light is provided with an M5 earth stud on the first
unit. Earthing connections should be made to the M5 earth
stud, using a ring crimp terminal to secure the earth
conductor to the earth stud.

If the optional mounting plate is selected, an M6 earth post is
located by the entry unit on the plate.

12) Cable Connections

Electrical connections are to be made into the junction box.
See section 8 of this manual for access to the enclosure. See
also figure 3 for DC and AC DIN rail terminal entry detail.

Wires having a cross sectional area between 0.5 mm? to
2.5mm? can be connected to each terminal way. Strip wires
to 8mm. Wires may also be fitted using ferrules. Terminal
screws need to be tightened down with a tightening torque of
0.45 Nm / 5 Lb-in. When connecting wires to the terminals
great care should be taken to dress the wires so that when
the cover is inserted into the chamber the wires do not exert
excess pressure on the terminal blocks. This is particularly
important when using cables with large cross-sectional areas
such as 2.5mm2.
